Lesson for Tuesday April 21st
The Murder of Emmett Till
I. State Content Standards: 16.A.3b , 16.A.3c 
II. Learning Goal:  The goal of this lesson is for students to understand the context of Emmett Till’s murder, and place it in the context of the surrounding civil rights movement.
III. Objectives

a. At the end of the lesson the student will know what impact Emmett Till’s death had on the civil rights movement
b. At the end of the lesson the student will be able to think critically about how different people groups viewed and had control over political impact of racially charged events.
IV. Instructional Strategies:

i. Pass out reading packets (5 mins)

1. Since we just started a new chapter I will distribute the reading guides and questions for the chapter
ii. Read background of Emmett Till story (5 mins)

iii. Students read Newspaper Clippings  with questions(15-20 mins)

1. Students will read different primary sources (from newspapers) about Emmett Till, then they will be given a minute to fill in the questions pertaining to the reading.

2. We will then discuss their answers as a class.

iv. Emmett Till Video (10 mins)

1. We will watch the video on the projector and students will answer questions as we watch.  After the video we will talk as a class about their answers.  This should last until the end of the period.

V. Assessment

a. To begin the period students will be taking a quiz covering material from the previous three days of class

b. Students will hand in their reflection questions at the end of the period
c. I will also be asking questions as we watch to check for assessment during the class period
