Lesson for Tuesday May 5th
Events that Lead up to Vietnam War
I. State Content Standards: 16.A.3b,  16.B.3d
II. Learning Goal:  The goal of this lesson is for students to understand the events that lead up the increased involvement of US in Vietnam
III. Objectives

a. At the end of the lesson the student will know what key events lead up the Vietnam War

b. At the end of the lesson the student will be able to think critically about how different US policies and agendas impacted their role in Vietnam
IV. Instructional Strategies:

i. Take 15.3 Quiz (15 mins)

ii. Explain directions and pass out notes template (5 mins)

iii. Break students into small groups to begin notes(20-25 mins)

1. Students will work in groups to fill in key events on a timeline using their textbook.
2. We will then discuss their answers as a class.

V. Assessment

a. To begin the period students will be taking a quiz covering material from the previous three days of class

b. Students will turn in their timelines at the end of class
c. I will also be circulating around the room checking with the different groups to see how they are doing filling out the outline
